At one point, at the request of one of the guests, "I want you to know | love that
necklace," Stone said as she unhooked the clasp.

Stone has been hosting AIDS fundraisers since 1995. Wrapped in a sparkling dark-silver
dress with a waist-deep neckline, she played both auctioneer and entertainer, alternating
heartfelt exhortations to hike up bids with flirtatious jokes."I'm gonna go over there and slap
you," she warned one guest who had refused to raise his bid.

Other big-ticket items auctioned off were a Fendi trademark "baguette" purse, which Stone
and other celebrities in the room autographed using a set of pens from the crocodile box
containing it. The item sold for US$60,000 (€41,715). Fendi presented the auction and hosted

the after-party at its swank headquarters near the Spanish Steps.

A work of art by Italian contemporary artist Francesco Vezzoli featuring a photo of Italian
actress Alida Valli sold for US$140,000 (€97,330).
